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WARNING:

To ensure safe operation, this fan requires a complete electrical isolation switch (all-pole disconnection

type) installed in the fixed wiring, as mandated by AS/NZS 60335-1, clause 7.12.2

The warranty becomes void if the product was installed without an all-pole disconnection as per the instruction 
manual by a qualified and licensed electrician.

Example: When a ceiling fan’s electrical circuit is equipped with an all-pole safety switch at the switchboard for 
isolation, it achieves all-pole disconnection as specified in AS/NZS 60335.1, clause 7.12.2.

IMPORTANT: An isolation switch must be included as part of the installation by the electrician.

1.   Limited Use: This appliance is not designed for use by individuals (including children) with reduced physical,

2.   Child Supervision: Children must be supervised to prevent them from playing with the appliance.

3.   Weight Capacity: The mounting structure must support at least 20kg.

4.   Ceiling Support: Secure mounting requires solid bracing (timber noggins or joists) in the celing. lf unavailable, 

      install a timber support secured to the joists. Metal grid ceilings are unsuitable.

5.   Bracing Support: The bracing must be firmly secured to the back of any non-structural celing panel (e.g.,

      gyprock, plaster) for safety and quiet operation.

6.   Blade Clearance: For safe and effective operation, maintain a minimum fan blade clearance of 2.1m from the 

      floor.

7.   Professional installation: Installation must be performed by a licensed electrician.

8.   WARNING: lf unusual wobbling or oscillation occurs, immediately stop using the fan and contact the 

      manufacturer.

9.   WARNING: Light and fan must be on the same phase. Before servicing, ensure both light and fan circuits are 

      disconnected.

of the blade to the nearest objects or walls.

Secure the mounting bracket to a ceiling joist/structure that can carry a load of at least 20kg with included

screws, ensuring 30mm minimum screw penetration.

Rotate the lampshade until it is 
securely fixed in place.
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HANGING THE FAN

MOUNTING BRACKET INSTALLATION

Carefully lift the assembled fan onto the mounting bracket, ensuring the hanger ball slot (A) is completely 
seated and engaged with the mounting bracket tab (B). This proper engagement prevents fan rotation during 
operation.

This fan hanging system supports a maximum slope of 10 degree ceiling. If there is a greater slope, 

then an angle ceiling canopy accessory kit is required.

IMPORTANT: To maintain safety and functionality on raked ceilings, the hanging bracket tab (B), which engages

with the hanging ball groove (A), must be installed at the highest point of the ceiling.

Wire in accordance with the wiring diagram. If you are not familiar with wiring or have any doubts, please consult 
an electrician.
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Receiver must be correctly installed within the mounting bracket.
When the transmitter cannot control the receiver, please check:
i) has sufficient battery in the transmitter, even if the indicator light on transmitter lights up there may not be 
enough voltage to transmit a command.
ii) any existence of similar remote controlled products nearby that cause interference.
Replace battery if getting low as this will affect  transmitter sending commands.
Take the battery out from the transmitter when leaving unused for a long time to avoid battery leaks.

Rotate the canopy anticlockwise until it locks into place, be careful not to damage or cut the wiring, then 
tighten the screws; push the bottom cover of the canopy upwards to fit it into the canopy.

Summer/Winter Reverse Mode: forward (spins clock wise with highest 
part of the blade trailing) and reverse (spins counter clock wise with 
highest part of the blade leading).

Speed button 1=lowest fan speed, 6=highest fan speed.

Wind Mode: 1-6 fan speed changes randomly to feel the breeze

IMPORTANT: If you have multiple fans in the house, you must pair them one at a 

time to their corresponding transmitter. Power must not be on to other fans while 

pairing or you will inadvertently pair multiple fan's to only one transmitter. lf this 

occurs, you need to use the reset function and begin re-pairing with power only 

on to the fan being paired.

REMOTE CONTROL OPERATION

A remote control consists of two part:

1. Handset / controller (transmitter).

2. Receiver (receives message from the handset and is located in the upper canopy of the fan)

Pairing the remote control: 

Step 1: Turn on the ceiling fan.

Step 2: Within the first 20 seconds, continue pressing the button with the symbol      until you hear a beep 

sound. lt is paired. lf you don't hear a beep sound, turn off the ceiling fan and start step 1 and step 2 again. 

Step 3: Open Smart life app and click add device and fan should automatically appear press connect. Fan

should now be controllable via the smart life app (see following page).

To unpair the remote control: 

Push and hold "4h" "8h" "    " at the same time for 5 seconds. The remote is unpaired after a "beep" sound.

Pairing with WIFI: 

Please ensure your smart phone or device is connected to a 2.4Ghz Wl-Fl network.

Pairing will NOT work with a 5Ghz WI-Fl network.

Please ensure the fan is within range of the WI-Fl router.

Please follow instructions in the following pages to pair the fan with smart devices.

Silent mode control: 

Step 1: Turn on the ceiling fan.

Step 2: Press and hold "    " and "     " buttons simultaneously for 3 seconds to enter silent mode. Hold for 

another 3 seconds to deactivate it. 
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SMART LIFE MATCHING PROCESS

1. Download the “Smart Life” APP on your smart devic-
es by scanning the QR code below with camera.

2. Turn on WiFi and Bluetooth on your smart devices. 
Ensure it’s connected to a 2.4GHZ WiFi.

3. Open the APP, follow the steps to register new user 
account or login existing account.

4. Follow instructions in main manual (steps can also be 
found on the back of the remote) to put the fan into WiFi 
pairing mode. If the operation is successful, go to step 
5. If the fan has previously been paired or you can’t get 
it to work, please go to step 4 to RESET the fan.

6. Once the fan has entered WiFi pairing mode, open 
the APP again on the smart device. Click “Add Device” 
in the middle or the “+” on the top right of the screen.

7. The auto scan should begin automatically, and the 
fan should show up at the top of screen within a few 
seconds.

Note: If the fan is not showing up, you can add it man-
ually by clicking and navigate to: >Add Manually 
>Small Home Appliance > Fan

5. RESET the fan. This step is NOT necessary if the fan 
has successfully entered WiFi pairing mode in the last 
step, if not, try to RESET the fan: turn on the fan, power 
off after 10 seconds, power on again after 15 seconds, 
long press “Fan Stop” for 5 seconds, if "beep beep" are 
heard, the reset is successful. If "beep beep" is not 
heard, the reset is failed, please repeat this step.

The DC ceiling fan has been designed for a very fast installation, maximise airflow with minimal energy
usage and operate as quietly as possible. Unlike high-speed traditional fans, ceiling fans generate a gentle,
high-volume airflow that promotes evaporative cooling. This method is highly effective for cooling people and
consumes significantly less power than air conditioning.

Remote controlled fans must be installed with an isolation switch on the wall.

Warranty is void if parts are used that are not Martec products, including but not limited to remote controls,
receivers, led lights, switches, wall control, dimmers, extension rods and angle canopies.

Pairing multiple fans to one remote - Pair fan 1 using the pairing instructions, using the same remote pair fan 2 in
the same way with power on to all fans to be paired to the transmitter.

When using the timer, the timer button must be the last button pressed, if another button is pressed after the timer
button, the timer is cancelled.

This remote has a memory function, this means if there is a power outage, the fan will restore the same function
as when the power was cut. If the isolation is switched off and then turned back on, the fan will resume the function
it was operating at, before being switched off.
